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S u i c i d e  H o t s p o t s
The term  'suicide hotspot' has tw o
possible m eanings. It is frequently  
used to  refer to  e ith er a to w n , 
county or country w ith  a relatively high 
rate o f suicide am o ng  its resident 
population  o r a specific, usualiy public, 
site th a t is frequently  used as a location  
fo r suicide.

M an y  w e ll-k n o w n  locations 
th rou gh ou t the  w o rld  have becom e  
associated w ith  suicidal acts. They  
include both m an -m ad e  structures and  
natural sites, such as a bridge or a cliff, 
som e o f w hich  have iconic status or 
significance. These places seem  to  
act as m agnets, attracting suicidal
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individuals. There are also m any less 
w e ll-kn o w n  locations and every local 
area w ill have sites and structures th a t  
lend themselves to  suicide attem pts.

The N ational Institute fo r M en ta l 
H ealth  in England (N IM H E ) recognises 
th e  high im portance o f this issue.
As part o f its contribution  to  th e  
im plem entation  o f th e  N ational Suicide 
Prevention Strategy fo r England and to  
achieve an overall reduction in suicides, 
it has published guidance notes to  
assist m ulti-agency groups to  identify  

'hotspots' for suicide and to  take  
appropriate steps to  im prove safety and  
d eter acts o f suicide a t those locations.
