What I w ill say is that the Commission is certa in ly com mitted to m aintaining -  and 
im proving -  standards by overseeing an e ffective  complaints mechanism that holds 
editors to account. Last year, we issued over 1600 rulings, and negotiated settlements 
in  over 600 cases. But we also, o f course, go further than m erely considering 
complaints: we tra in  journalists and editors; g ive  pre-publication advice to prevent 
intrusive or inaccurate stories appearing; act to prevent harassment by the media 
(including broadcasters); and proactive ly approach those at the centre o f news stories 
to offer our help. So the issue o f standards is already at the heart o f what we do.
