I am pleased th a t the  G overnm ent has confirm ed its v iew  th a t the  system o f self regu la tion and the  
w o rk  o f  the  Press Com plaints Commission is be tte r able to  de liver the  rights o f the  Convention than 
any fo rm  o f s ta tu to ry  law  o f privacy. It is in line w ith  the  G overnm ent's stated in ten tion  to  safeguard 
th e  w ork  o f  the  PCC and the  freedom  o f the  press. It w ill ensure th a t the re  should be none o f the  
disadvantages th a t I fo resaw  in th e  PCC being a public a u th o rity  under the  Bill."
